· Copy of each registered child’s birth certificate.  This will go in our files to be used for future seasons.  

· If you have selected to be a volunteer, please bring a completed volunteer application along with:

· Copy of your government issued driver’s license.
· Signed conduct contract (Managers, Assistant Coaches, and Umpires only).

· Copy of your current CPR certification card (Managers only).  
· If you are not currently CPR certified (Managers only), TWLL will offer a free training course.

· Full payment (please make check payable to Tri-West Little League).

· If you are unable to attend a registration event, please mail all applicable items listed above to P.O. Box 411, Attn: Registrations, Pittsboro, IN, 46167.
· For your child or children to be considered registered, we must receive all applicable items listed above (mailed in registrations must be post marked) by Wednesday, February 8, 2012.  Late registrations will result in your child or children going on a waiting list to be placed on a team based on roster availability.

· Each child who secures a sponsorship of $250 or more will receive a free registration.  In order for this benefit to be honored, a completed sponsor form and full payment must be received (mailed in forms and payments must be post marked) by Wednesday, February 8, 2012.  If your child’s sponsor will be the one to mail in the sponsor form and payment, please include the sponsor’s name next to your child’s name that you want the sponsorship to be associated with.

· To be fair and balanced in the formation of each rec season team, a player draft process will be used.  The only exception is Tee Ball as players are simply assigned to their respective team.  In the case of siblings playing within the same division, they will automatically be placed on the same team regardless of where they are picked in the draft.
· If you would like to have your child or children considered for playing up a division (e.g. league age is 8 for the Rookie division coach pitch, but you want them playing up as a 9 in the Minor division kid pitch), please sign them up and pay the amount for the division their league age falls into.  Then make a note of your request to have your child or children play up a division on the registration form.  Once the registration period is closed on Wednesday, February 8, 2012, the TWLL board of directors will discuss each request individually and vote accordingly.  You will then be notified of the board’s decision regarding your child or children.  If they have been approved to play up a division then we will ask you to pay the remaining registration fee balance to complete full payment of the fee for the division they will play in for the 2012 season.
· Please be aware that during the registration process we will verify that your address is within the North West Hendricks County school district which serves as the boundaries for TWLL.  If your address falls outside of the TWLL boundaries we encourage you to speak with the Little League that serves your area and then if you still want to pursue having your child play in TWLL you will be put in contact with Steve Baute, TWLL President, to initiate the request to play “outside your boundaries” process, which will follow Little League International guidelines.  While TWLL may initiate this process for your child or children it does not guarantee that your child or children will receive the necessary approval, from all parties involved, to play in our league.
